The 2007-2008 season comes with a few surprises, beginning with the unveiling of two new 
glades for those who love tree skiing, and a $1.5M investment to optimize early season 
snowmaking. A new policy also guarantees guest satisfaction, offering a 45-minute window 
to visitors so they may appreciate the quality of the day’s snow conditions, or receive a free 
ticket towards their next visit to Le Massif.   
 
Fifth Best Steeps in Canada 
770 meters of vertical branching out onto 45 trails, and extending over 350 acres of skiable 
terrain – in short, a mountain developed with a deep respect for its natural elements. The 
way to tame Le Massif is from east to west, starting with less vertical then onto longer, 
more sinuous cruising trails and breathtaking glades, saving for later the steeper bump runs 
and trails – namely La Charlevoix, rated the Steepest in the East by Ski Canada Magazine.  
 
The St. Lawrence Effect: A Natural Snowmaking System!  
Le Massif’s altitude, proximity and orientation to the St. Lawrence River have an important 
effect on the quality of its snowfalls. The air mass rolling off the estuary collides with the 
mountain’s sheer cliffs, deviates towards the summit and contributes to the creation of 
condensation that generates precipitation – in the order of 600 cm annually. And adding to 
this natural phenomenon this season, the skiable terrain is enhanced by over 350 
snowguns.

Le Massif’s reputation rests on the careful ministrations of its 300 employees, whose 
energy may be clearly felt all round. With clinics adapted to the day’s specific snow 
conditions, free guided tours at all times, try-outs, rentals and sales of high-performance 
Rossignol equipment, technical clothing sporting Castelbajac and Pucci labels, everything 
comes together to help visitors achieve their full slide potential.
